Space is Our Future- Inspiration Lesson Plan- What's in a Quote?
1. Student Preparation: View the video on NSS video: Space is Our Future: Inspiration.

2. "What's in a Quote" Activity:
Guiding Question:
How can teachers use quotations in class to inspire, encourage, increase motivation and develop high-level thinking skills about space topics?
Learning Objectives:
After completing this project, students will be able to:

Analyze quotations using critical thinking techniques

Compare and contrast multiple quotations

Apply quotations to a space content area

Represent quotations with illustrations

Evaluate the validity of thought behind quotations
Materials:

Each group: large paper of poster size, pencils, journal, colored markers

Method:
A. Direct the students to pair or triple up and take a look at an 'inspirational' quote. Each student should write the quote and then in his/her own words write what it means. After 2 minutes have the students share the writings with their partner.  Ask students to take a second quote and do the same. ('Inspirational Words for What's in a Quote Activity' can be found attached in the Academy.)
B. Give each group a large, poster size paper and colored markers.  Ask student to write their names on the back of the paper, choose one of the quotations and write the quotation and the author's name (if the quote is attributed to an author) on the top of the paper.  The students will then collaborate on how to illustrate one of the quotes large enough so the class can see their product. The drawings should use space concepts in portraying their quotations.

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C. Finally, have the students write the meaning of the quote that they have agreed upon underneath the illustration and how they have made a space concept connection with the meaning behind their illustration.

D.  Ask students to  help set up a 'Gallery Walk' by posting their posters on the wall. Number each gallery entry. Use the Gallery Walk Score Card for student engagement and product assessment. 
Allocate about 20 minutes to complete this portion of the activity.

E. Students should complete the 'Gallery Score Card' as they take the Gallery Walk. They may do this individually or discuss their findings as a group. Allocate about 15 minutes for the Walk. 
F. Share the information as a whole class. Collect the Score Cards if using for assessment.
G. Closure: Mention to the students that by taking the Gallery Walk, the students have seen some personal expressions of how the quotations inspired students in their illustrations. Pose the following questions for closure, individual work, or journaling:

Do you have the inspiration to be involved in the exploration of a frontier like space?
How do you imagine space travel and space study in 25 years, in 50 years?
